This year we have already had many new enquiries for sites,
keeping in mind sites are limited.

Trade Site Sizes: are the same size as last year and prices include GST and CPI (Consumer Price
Index).

Sites 8m x 6m, with power $105.00 (includes 1 power point only), unpowered $85.00.
Half sites 4m x 6m, with power $85.00 (includes 1 power point only), unpowered $65.00.
Large Industrial Sites $160.00 — Smaller Industrial sites 8m x 6m $85.00.

Additional Power points are $20.00 per extra connection. Continuity of power is guaranteed but
stallholders are requested to supply their own earth leakage (available from electrical stores).

Trade Site Price includes 2 Adult Entry Tickets, 1 Vehicle Pass plus Public Liability

The Clare Show Society would like to invite Vendors to take up a $25.00 Membership — which
includes 3 Adult Entry Tickets (each convertible to 2 children) but it is not a mandatory requirement

of attendance.

We try not to put vendors selling similar products together, but power restrictions can affect this.

Security: There will be Security on the grounds on Friday evening and the Main Pavilion will be
locked on the Saturday night during the Fireworks Display. Vendors are requested to take all
available measures to secure their sites.

Lighting: If you have a powered site, bring a light source with you as lighting is limited after dark.
Torches will be useful.
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Amenities: The Clare Caravan Park is just across the road from the Main Gate and their number is

Vehicles: May be parked on-site, provided they do not hangover into other sites or roadways;
otherwise they are to be parked in the Public Car Park South of the Main Pavilion. NOT around Main
Arena which have been pre-booked and paid for.

Arrival: Grounds are open on Friday afternoon, but Generated Power is not available until Saturday

morning. On Show day the gates open at 7am and displays/stalls are requested to be in place by
9am. Entry is via the Main Gate.

SOLD ON THE GROUNDS BY ANYONE WHO IS NOT A MEMBER OF THE GUILD. eg Fairy Floss, Toffee
